WHAT ARE THE ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA?

Since the 9th of May 2022, all 24-year-old and over in full-time third level education, including further
education and training, have been entitled to apply for the Student Leap Card (SLC). Students must have
a minimum of 16 hours of lectures/class time per week, and be enrolled in the course for a minimum of
6 months. Full time foreign students who meet the above criteria are also entitled to apply for the SLC
whilst in Ireland.
